Reflections of Life

Elder Donald Huston Day, Sr., 91, passed from earth to glory on Sunday, April 7, 2024. He
was born September 29, 1932, in Dayton, Ohio, the son of the late Mazetta (Hawkins) Day
and David Dewey Day.

Elder Day attended Dayton City Schools and graduated from Dunbar High School in 1952.
He went on to serve in the United States Air Force until 1956. He continued to provide for
his family, making an honest living working for the Springfield Board of Education, Frisch's
Big Boy, Ohio Bell, and later retiring from AT&T.

Elder Day's life changed forever in 1975 when he was baptized in Jesus' name and received
the gift of the Holy Ghost.

He saw no one as a stranger and would go out of his way to
strike up a conversation with anyone he crossed paths with. Elder Day was an exemplary
demonstration of what it means to love God and love people.
